In the early 1990s Robert “Bob” Gardner from Willits, California created what would eventually 
become the Buddy Bike. Bob, a bicycle enthusiast, was inspired to customize a bike to ride with 
his young son Isaac. Bob had the innovation of adding a seat and foot pegs in front of his seat. 
Isaac enjoyed riding in front but wanted his own pedals so Bob welded two bicycle frames 
together. He called the unique tandem bicycle the Love Bike and began production in 1996. In 
2003, Barry Nelson, the father of a child with autism, began searching for a bicycle to use with 
his son Jesse. Barry tried many options without success until he purchased a used Love Bike. 
Barry enjoyed the time that he spent with Jesse on the Love Bike and wanted other families to 
have the same experience. In 2005, Barry purchased the patent and remaining inventory of the 
Love Bike with a Trust benefiting Jesse and he changed the name of the bicycle to the Buddy 
Bike. 
 
THE BUDDY BIKE 
 
The Buddy Bike is a revolutionary inline tandem bicycle that places the stoker in the front seat. 
The lower front seat allows both riders to safely enjoy the view while the captain steers from the 
back. With the Buddy Bike, the captain no longer has to twist around to check on a child rider, 
risking an accident. Buddy Bike utilizes an exclusive and innovative design with an extra set of 
handles on the handlebars for the stoker and pedals that work on the same drive chain so the 
riders work together. With a weight capacity of 380 pounds, the Buddy Bike is the ultimate 
family bike, one that can be enjoyed by riders of all ages.

The Buddy Bike has been offi cially tested, rated and recognized as a product that is friendly for children of all abilities
by the National Lekotek Center. The following is a summary of their report which can be found at our product listing at

www.ableplay.org. Parents may fi nd this information to be useful in their search for funding.

The Buddy Bike is an innovative tandem bicycle (bicycle for two) that places the smaller rider in the 
front seat while the rear rider controls the steering. It is shorter in length than a standard tandem, 
has a unique handlebar setup and has a lower front seat so both riders can safely enjoy the view. 
Its features make it especially benefi cial for children with special needs who may not otherwise be 
able to experience the thrill of riding a bicycle.

The Buddy Bike can be empowering for a child or adult with special needs. Riding the same bike 
as the caregiver lessens the skills and the number of steps necessary to successfully ride a bike. 
The front rider has their own handlebars to feel like they are steering without actually having control 
of the bike and they can contribute to pedaling and propelling the bicycle forward. The front rider is 
seated in the front seat which provides an unobstructed view for maximum visual stimulation and 
tactile stimulation in the form of wind on his/her face. The seats are close enough for easy com-
munication between the riders making it easier to keep the person with a disability on task without 
lagging behind, turning a different way or stopping on their own. A rider with a disability is able to 
keep up with family and friends when riding in a group so they are no longer left behind.

Riders must be able to sit upright on a standard bicycle seat to ride the Buddy Bike. Fold-out foot 
pegs are available for smaller riders to keep their feet out of the way of moving pedals. (Sold sepa-
rately.) The Buddy Bike can support up to 380 pounds; making it the ultimate family bike that can 
be enjoyed by riders of all ages and abilities.
